. Things to bring to school

Please buy an extremely light weight school bag for your ward. It should be able to carry a
water bottle, lunch box, fruit box, napkin, apron, mat, and the almanac. The bag should have not
more than 2 zipped partitions. '

Please label all the belongings of your child with permanent black marker pen. eg. bag,
bottle, apron, mat, handkerchief, shoes, fruit box and lunch box. )

One extra set of casual dress/ under pants for change. It should be well labeled and should be
kept in the bag always.(for NURSERY and UKG Children)

Please avoid giving fried food, junk food, rice and gravy items to the children for lunch.

Keep a reusable plastic spoon/ fork or steel spoon in the lunch box daily. Single use plastic

FRUIT TIME —To inculcate healthy eating, the kids will have a fruit time in their classroom
after the assembly.

. Uniform:
